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“Monsters Are Due On Maple Street”






A. Define the words in bold on a separate sheet in your notebook.
Before a playwright begins the (1)dialogue in a particular (2) scene, he/she must write the (3)setting. This describes how the stage should look. In the setting, the playwright may include information about the time, place, and people in the scene. For example, if the play opens in a living room, the playwright may state the month, year, time of day, where the living room is, and if it is large or small, richly or poorly furnished. S/he may go on to describe the furniture and name the (4)characters in the room, describing them and telling them where and when to move (5.stage directions).

The Task-Creating a SCENE
Read the opening page of a few plays in the textbook (see Table of Contents) Notice how the writer sets the stage and creates a (6) mood. Then, create a setting (include stage directions) for a present day Maple Street. You are allowed to change the street name to an everyday, common teenage location.
Read the first one or two pages Take time to carefully read and notice how the writer establishes the scene/setting, as well as describing and directing the characters.

 Write a one page long setting (including stage directions). Be as descriptive and as detailed as necessary to provide an adequate picture of the scene. Remember: you are describing the scene before any      action begins!

Situations: You must update the situation to show how aliens would manipulate humans using 21st Century technology to cause mayhem through mob mentality, and establishing various scapegoats.
How You Will Be Graded
You may also be graded based on the following criteria: 

Content uses descriptive words to adequately provide a word picture of the scene 

provides detailed information as to objects and people in the scene 

provides details of time to indicate specifics such as historical period, the season, weather 

provides details of place to indicate specifics 

gives stage directions for people in the scene that are precise and provide sufficient information related to movement or action 

Format 

stage directions are bracketed 

setting and stage directions are written in the third person and in the present tense 

paper is legible, written in ink or typed, and neat
